This opportunity is open to all full-time tenure-track classroom and non-classroom faculty members at
any stage of their careers who wish to enhance their teaching skills.

PROGRAM DETAILS
e Duration: The 15-week program will run throughout the Spring of 2025. All participants are required
to attend weekly meetings on Fridays from 12 to 3 pm.
e Format: A combination of workshops, seminars, and collaborative projects.
e Topics: Inclusive and effective teaching practices, using the whole campus as a learning lab, and
more.

o Learn about available resources and tools to be more effective in your teaching.
o Opportunity to develop as a critically reflective practitioner.
