Sustainability (SUS) Minor Internships 
 
Internships are available on campus, locally, and 
nationally. Standard internship requirements: 

• 3 credits 
• 120 hours of internship work study 
• a focus on projects linked to sustainability 

Internships may be used to satisfy some minor 
requirements, subject to approval by the Director of the 
Sustainability Minor. 
 
Internships provide students with opportunities for hands-
on experience to gain skill in applying concepts and 
practices of sustainability to projects on campus and in the 
community. Internships also allow students a chance to network and gain meaningful 
experience to add to their resume to promote job-market readiness. Some internships may 
be paid (through work study or other), others will be volunteer based.  
 
Many internships are available through the Twardowski Career Center via Handshake, the 
online platform for internship and job opportunities.

• Meet with Sustainability Minor Director 
• Secure internship with organization/company 
• Complete required paperwork, IDS450 Internship Agreement, before the start of the
